ASSEMBLY

STEP 1
Check that no parts are missing from the four boxes. Ensure you have the required 
tools and safety equipment shown in figure 1.

STEP 2
Slide a collar (I) over the bottom of one of the post sections (A) as shown in figure 2, 
with the rounded part of the collar facing towards the top of the post. Position base 
plate (J) over the bottom of the post section and affix to the post using 6 bolts (O). 
Repeat this process for the other three posts.

To install the misting kit hose connector component, take the hose connector (a) and 
screw in regulator (b). Take the small plastic tube (c) and then connect into the L 
connector (d) and regulator (b). Once complete it should resemble figure 4.

Feed misting water tube (f) through the end of post (A2) until it comes through the 
top of the post. At the bottom of the post, attach the L connector (d) of the complete 
hose component to the water tube (f). Use screws provided (g) and attach the hose 
component to the post (A2).

STEP 5
Lay two of the post sections (A) on the ground as shown below. Take the (B1) rail and 
slide each end into position in the grooves along the top of the post sections. Use 
large allen key (Y) to affix the four screws on each corner.

Lay down the other two posts sections (A & A2) on the ground as shown. Take the 
(B2) rail and slide each end into position in the grooves along the top of the post 
sections, just like the previous step. Use large allen key (Y) to affix the four screws on 
each corner.

Working with at least one partner and ensuring everyone is wearing a hard hat, set up 
two ladders. Lift up one side wall (made up of two posts and a rail) and raise one end 
of the beam (C) above the opening on the post section (A). Carefully slide the guides 
on the beam (C) down into the slots on the post section (A). Use large allen key to 
drive in four more screws.

Move the ladders to the other side of the structure. Install the other beam (C) onto 
the open end, using the same method as in Step 5.

Locate the corner along the B1 rail with the crank pin hanging down. Remove the 
screw from the crank pin temporarily. Slide the crank loop (V) over the pin, lining up 
the holes. Drive the screw through both parts. Insert the hook of the crank handle (H) 
through the crank loop (V).

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STEP 10
To install misting jets, take the short length (n) and position over lip of beam on the 
3m sides of the gazebo. Secure tightening wheel. Do not fully tighten. Complete step 
for longer lengths (m) on the 3.6m sides of the gazebo. Once all misting jet beams are 
in place, tighten all securing wheels.

Take one of the louvres (D) aside and position as shown below, with the large opening 
facing up and in front of you. Take the louvre arm plate (L) and position it on the inside 
of the left end of the louvre. Use two of the 18mm screws (Q) to affix the controller to 
the louvre.

Find one of the louvre plates (K) and position it on the inside of the right end of the 
louvre. Screw the plate in place using two more of the 18mm screws.

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STEP 14
Move this louvre to the top of the structure, lining up the louvre arm (L) with the crank 
socket on the B1 rail, just above the crank handle. Insert the crank bolt of the louvre 
arm into the crank socket. Insert the pin on this end of the louvre into the second hole 
position on top of the B1 rail. Place the pin on the other end of the louvre in the second 
slot position on top of the B2 rail.

Back on the other side where the crank handle is, secure the crank bolt from the 
louvre arm into the socket on the B1 rail using an M6 bolt (U) and washer (T). Tighten 
with the small allen key (X). Secure louvre in position on each side with screws (P) and 
louvre pin cover plate (M).

For each of the remaining 22 louvres, position a louvre plate (K) on the inside of each 
end. Affix each of the plates into place using two 19mm screws (Q).

Press 
the remote control for three seconds to check whether the light belt lights up. 
Complete this step for all four solar power louvres.

Once solar LED cables are connected, attach louvre end plate with screws.

Ensure each louvre is in 
the same orientation, insert the pin on one end of the louvre into the cradle on the B1 
rail, place the other pin into the cradle on the opposite end and screw down the small 
cover (M) with two M5 screws (P). Note: Ensure you choose your preferred position of 
the four LED louvres.

Carefully twist the crank handle to ensure the louvre already installed in the second 
position is rotating correctly (note, the louvre in the first position is designed to 
remain closed). Rotate the louvre and leave it open in a vertical position.

For a hard surface such as concrete or 
tile, drill holes into the surface through the holes in the feet and install the supplied 
anchor bolts (W). For other surfaces, use another suitable fastener to secure the 
gazebo down. Note: The gazebo must be secured to the ground.

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MISTING SYSTEM  
MAINTENANCE

When not in use, detach the hose from the post and allow the 
water to drain completely. This will prevent water contamination.

From time to time, misting jets can become obstructed with dirt 
and will prevent an even flow of fine mist water. Follow the steps 
below will assist in clearing the jets.

STEP 1
Flushing the misting system — Always flush the misting system 
before use. If the misting jets have not been in operation for 
more than one month, flush for a period of five minutes.

If you find your misting jets are dribbling water and not misting, 
remove all jets, connect the water hose and run for a few 
minutes. This will assist in clearing all dirt from the water tubing 
and flushing the system and prevent the jets from becoming 
clogged up. If you find your misting jets continue to dribbling 
water, you may need to clean the jet nozzles.

STEP 2
Cleaning Jets — To clean nozzles, unscrew from gazebo and soak 
in a solution of CLR or a similar calcium remover. It is 
recommended to follow this process a few times a year to 
prevent a build up of calcium and iron build up.
