The story of two young lovers, Pomingalana and
Gobbagombalin, from different tribes and opposite sides
of the river, who had fallen into a forbidden love. Secretly,

they would meet at the river and rendezvous. Yo
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After a meeting of elders banished them from seeing

each other, they snuck down to the river in the darkness
of night and embraced one another in the water. From the
dark silence, spears shot from both sides of the river, and

the two lovers were killed, embracing each other within

the water.

The frogs along the Murrumbidgee still call their names
today, mourning the lovers with every croak. From
one side, the frogs call ‘Pomingalana’, from the other
