Bula Baldya is traditional Wiradyuri language, meaning
two and mountains. My artwork represents two mountains
on opposite sides of the river. The artwork includes river
rocks and the flow of the river as it moves through the

valley of the two mountains.

I am a proud Koori woman of Wiradyuri people. Painting
quietens my mind, preserves my cultural traditions and
strengthens my Aboriginal identity.

My artworks are grounded in lived experience, cultural
meaning and inspired by my connections to Country.

My painting style is a contemporary fusion of abstract
art and iconography, which is Aboriginal symbols. | use
flowing lines and groups of symbols, to narrate my stories.
These movements echo the way my old people shared
stories with me, while drawing flowing impressions and
symbols into the ground. | sometimes use dots to narrate
a story.

Symbols | use reflect my Country landscape, including
mountains, hills, rivers, waterholes, significant sites and
meeting places.

People, the seasons and sky, gathering food, animal tracks
and much more.
